Heating and A/C Project Update 

     As those of you who have endured the past two summers well know, our A/C system is well 

past retirement age. It is clear that the system has finally gone through its last summer. 
     In early November the Finance Committee accepted a proposal from the engineering firm of 

Malone Finkle Eckhardt & Collins, Inc. to assist us in designing a new system. They have been 

asked to develop a plan which will meet our heating and air conditioning needs well into the 

future. Possible expansion of the church lobby has been considered.  
     The work has been broken down into four stages: Replacement of the roof units; 

Replacement of the large chiller unit behind the church; Rebuilding the fan units around the 

perimeter of the church; Replacement of the hot/cold water piping under the concrete floor. The 

work can be done all at one time or in stages as funds permit. Estimated cost is $150,000.00. 

Once we receive bids, we will be able to put together a time line for the complete project.  
     In considering future needs, we revisited plans for the Gathering Area which were originally 

part of the Parish Moving Forward project 10 years ago. These discussions resulted in some new 

ideas on the Gathering Area and some new architectural renderings. We would like to share 

some of these new ideas to get your thoughts on possible future architectural changes. As drawn, 

an addition of approximately 600 square feet would be constructed on the north end of the 

existing lobby (as highlighted on the left). This addition would contain bathrooms, storage, 

reconciliation room and vesting area, allowing the rest of the lobby to be opened up. More glass 

and better lighting would brighten the area. The center doors would be changed slightly to 

feature a large center glass door with smaller side doors. The area would also be open directly 

into the parish center.  
     In considering the design of the heating and A/C, these or similar changes have been taken 

into account. We are confident that the new system will be able to handle our present needs as 

well as provide for future expansion.  
     Our plans are to fund the replacement heating and A/C system from monies on hand in the 

Building Maintenance fund and additional donations to that fund between now and the time of 

completion. Your continued generous support of Holy Trinity makes it possible for us to 

undertake this major project without the need to borrow. Should we decide to expand the 

Gathering Area at some time in the future, we hope to be in a similar financial position.

    We want to wish you and your loved ones, a joy-filled and healthy New Year as we begin the Season of 

Epiphany while living a spirit-filled and wholistically healthy life.! 
 

Epiphany: Christmas is for us! 
 

     Immediately after we celebrate the birth of Christ at Christmas, the church begins the celebration of the 

season of Epiphany, which lasts until the beginning of Lent.  The word Epiphany means: òto make knownó 

and during this season, we celebrate the full measure of Godõs glory in the birth of Jesus.  The day of 

Epiphany (January 6), opens us to the revelation of Godõs unending mercy, love and faithfulness!  With the 

Epiphany, we recognize the arrival of the Wises Men, guided by a great light in the night, as well as the 

revelation of God in Christ.  
 

Epiphany:  Living in and reflecting the Light! 
 

     One of the Old Testament lessons for the season of Epiphany is taken from Isaiah 42:1-7.  These words 

describe living a spirit-filled life.  God has called and enabled each of us to be His healing lights in our dark 

world as we ò. . .open the eyes that are blind, to free the captives from prison and to release from the dungeon 

those who sit in darknessó.  
 

    First, we need to make sure we are in a right relationship with God.  Eyes can be blinded both physically 

and spiritually and this may cause darkness to overshadow the light.  Secondly, God can use us to help 

others know the light of His love as we care for them.  We are called to free the captives and release those 

who sit in darkness.  People can be imprisoned by sin, death and evil.  Third, we can speak Godõs word of 

healing grace to others and invite them into a relationship with our faith community and ourselves.  òThe 

darkness of our lives can only be overcome when we see the Child of Bethlehem in the face of every precious person 

He has createdó. (Mt.25:35-40) 
 

    Our spiritual life is a blessing God has given us to share with others and ourselves.  It refers to a lifestyle 

in which we reflect the healing nature of Jesus Christ as we use all of our gifts to care for people during a 

time of need.  Jesus encourages us to do spiritual care with these words, ò. . .Whatever you did for one of the 

least of these brothers of mine, you did for Meó (Mt. 25:40).
