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When Holy Trinity Church was built 43 years ago, the heating artbattitioning system

was stateof-t he art. Today, that systemds pipes
rusted and are failing. We know that leaks exist in the piping because the system continue:
to lose water at a slow rate. This situation can only grow worse as time passes.

In 2009, Holy Trinity began the first phase of renovating the heatingcoaditioning sys-

tem. That work involved replacing both the roof top units as well as the main A/C compres-
sor unit. This phase of the work was completed and has been operational since last spring
Now the second phase of the projeceplacing the 43 year old pipéseeds to be com-

pleted.

Since this second phase will require digging up sections of the floor in the Sanctuary and ir
the Gathering Area, we will be required to move Masses to the gym for a period of time. Th
carpet in the main Sanctuary will have to be replaced, as well as portions of the altar plat-
form and Gathering Area floor. In light of this major reconstruction, the Parish Council and
the Finance Committees believe that it is the right time to complete the renovation of the
Gathering Area which had initially been planned in 1999. This expansion will serve the cur
rent and future needs of our parish by making our church building more welcoming and
much more energgfficient. It will also provide additional room when the church is over-
crowded.

We will be kicking off our Gather Us In Capital Campaign immediately after the first of the
year.
